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How to Avoid Rental Scams

Finding Housing

In your search for housing, it is important for you to protect yourself from rental scams. If it sounds or looks to be too good
to be true, it may be a fake listing. Fake listings are designed to pull you in to provide personal information and payment
early on in the process. Below are some steps you can take to avoid rental scams:

- Always verify the owner

Use websites to look up public records for the property; go to view the property
to see if it is what it says it is.

-> Never submit a rent
application before you
view the property

Scammers are trying to get Social Security and bank account #'s. Make sure you
view the apartment or home and verify the owner before filling a rental application.

- Be cautious, safety first.

Watch out for vague listing details
Be alert if the landlord does not want to show you the place first.

Be cautious if they are “out of the country”.
Do not get hurried if they want you to sign or pay right away.

e Don’t give personal
information over email

-> Beware of the
“middleman” scam

Scammers try to get your money by asking for personal information (by email).
Always verify it is a real landlord and apartment before responding.

A scammer could pretend to be managing a property for the owner and claim the
owner is out of the country and attempt to collect rent, a security deposit, or other
ees. Never wire money.
